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Danger 
Submitted by Sandy Stoller 
 
This is from a listserv I'm on, and it 
is something we all need to keep in 
mind when traveling with our pets 
to shows or just on a pleasure trip.  
 
"I'm putting out a warning to all 
who bring their dogs into hotel  
rooms. CHECK for poison!!!! My 
friend and I were staying at a  
Quality Inn this past weekend for 
the Fort Dodge, IA, shows. Friday  
night I was sitting on the floor 
playing with my 12 wk. old  
puppies, 2 adult Dachshunds, 1 
Toller, and my friend’s Parson. I 
was on the floor playing with all of 
them, throwing toys, etc., for about 
20 minures or so (that's as long as 
the puppies can be loose without 
pottying). This was right before 
bed. Saturday at the show, Cindy 
was talking to an acquaintance 
who was staying at the same motel 
and mentioned that her dog had 
found a box of rat poison in the 
room. As soon as we got back to 
our room we checked into it. Sure 
enough, we found an empty 
container of rat poison under the 
bed. It had definite dog chew 
marks, evidence of licks inside of 
it, and dog hair on it.  
 
“We called the number listed on 
the box, the hotel manager, and 
the vet listed in the premium list. 
The maker of the poison told us 
the chemical name and antidote 
(Vit K). The vet listed hadn't even 
been notified by the show 
committee that they were putting 
his name down for emergencies. 
He did give us the name of a local 
vet that provided emergency 
services. We hauled all exposed 
dogs in for treatment. They all got 
Vit K injections and will have to 
continue treatment for at least the 
next 30 days. 
 
“The poison is a long-acting blood 
thinner, unlike Warfarin which is 
short acting, 5-7 days. I would like 
to stress that these dogs were not 

left unattended. I was sitting on the 
floor playing with them and did not 
see them get into anything. The 
motel was listed in the premium as 
accepting dogs. We were not told 
a thing about rat poison in the 
room. The show committee never 
checked to see if the vet they listed 
was indeed going to be available. 
When I make my reservations I will 
ask if they routinely place rat or 
mouse poison in the rooms.  
 
“I have confirmed via poop 
examination that 3 of my dogs 
have eaten a large amount of the 
poison. I know they belong in 
crates, but I think we all have let 
them run loose at times.”

Her 
newest workbook, Holistic Dog 
Training is now available for 
purchase. The cost is $15 which 
includes S&H. 
  
Andrea has been working with 
dogs professionally for over 25 
years, with an in-depth background 
in Canine Behavior, Schutzhund, 
Obedience, Agility, Tracking, 
Conformation, and Therapy Dogs.  
She is well respected for her 
holistic, relationship-based 
approach to dogs and to their 
handlers as well.  Andrea presents 
workshops in Obedience, Agility, 
and Tracking across the U.S. and 
Canada. 
 
Andrea’s training has been 
influenced by many of the top 
trainers including:  Chris Bach, 
Mary Legge, Sheila Booth, Patty 
Ruzzo, Janice DeMello, Terri 
Arnold, and Sylvia Bishop; and 
behaviorists Ted Turner and Kevin 
Behan.  She has also been 
influenced by Kathy Sdao, Pati and 

Stuart Mah, Guy Blancke, and 
Elicia Calhoun.  Within her 
workbook, Andrea reviews 
“traditional” dog training theories, 
communication techniques, and 
training methodologies as 
advocated by most police 
departments and the U.S. military, 
on which companion and 
competition dog training have been 
based.  These “traditional” 
theories, communication 
techniques and training 
methodologies will then be 
compared to Andrea’s new-age, 
holistic-based dog training 
program.  Her holistic training 
program is based on fact; facts 
about learning theory, operant 
conditioning and reinforcement, 
along with a new look at the true 
nature of dogs.  She also utilizes 
the dog’s natural communication 
skills.   
  
Her “Do No Harm” method of 
training embraces each dog as an 
individual, with their own needs, 
drives, and sensitivities, and the 
belief that all dogs are cooperative 
by nature.  This workbook will 
provide trainers with theories, 
techniques, and training 
methodologies that can only 
enhance the relationship they have 
with dogs.   
  
Learn how to establish a default 
behavior, clarify communication 
skills so the dog’s learning will 
excel, manage the environment so 
it is to the dog’s best advantage for 
learning, and create training 
programs to fit the dog’s individual 
and unique needs at the moment.  
These methods enable the trainers 
to be more effective because they 
will understand the reasons why it 
is necessary to develop dog-
specific training programs.

Golden Retrievers Needed for 
Health Study. GRCA is supporting 
a lymphoma study in Goldens that 
requires healthy "control" dogs that 
match affected dogs by geographic 
area, age, and sex; and is 
currently in need of 2-3 healthy 
matched dogs in the Chicago 
region. Specifically, the healthy 
Goldens should live within 100 
miles of Chicago, male preferred 
(female possible), and be close to 
10 yrs of age (+/- 18 months). To 
participate, healthy dogs need to 

provide a blood sample, a cheek 
swab, and a fine needle lymph 
node aspirate (procedure is similar 
to receiving a vaccination, with no 
shaving or anesthesia necessary).
