Retriever Club of Wisconsin is 
approved to host the 2009 Central 
Regional Specialty, to be held on 
May 15, 2009, at the Sunnyview 
Expo Center in Oshkosh, WI, with 
the WC/WCX to be held on May 
16, 2009, at the Webshire Kennels 
in Larson, WI. 
 
The Golden Retriever Club of 
Greater Los Angeles is approved 
to host the 2009 GRCA Western 
Regional Specialty, to be held April

Dog Legislation – Activity in Local 
Communities 
City of Brookfield – limit on the 
number of dogs in one home. 
Brown County  – unreasonable 
and unrealistic requirements for 
dog care. 
Village of Weston  – considering a 
proposal that would limit the 
number of animals in each home 
and require dogs and cats to be 
licensed. 
Cudahy  – possibility of a "Pit Bull 
Ban." 
Chicago – proposed mandatory 
spay / neuter ordinance (modeled 
after the law that will go into effect 
in Los Angeles on October 1, 
2008, making it impossible to 
lawfully keep a pet intact). 
 
OFA Cardiac Database 
The OFA has received word from 
multiple sources that incorrect 
information is being disseminated 
that the OFA Cardiac Database is 
being discontinued as of August 
2008. Please be assured this is 
NOT the case.

Little did I know that this cute puppy named "Dar" who came to a picnic at my home  with his breeder in 
1995 would permanently join my pack a year later.  Dar joined my little "dog family" at age 16 months.  He 
was being offered for sale by the late Jan Ravy and had been trained for conformation.  Since he liked to 
snack on his coat, Jan was looking for an obedience home for him.  Dar was a nice little dog I couldn't 
resist.   Once Dar settled in, he became my "Darby”. The name just seemed to fit him.   
  
Once the obedience training started, we worked past the problem of teaching a conformation dog "sit" and 
"down" and the drop on recall when the stand was deeply entrenched in his mind as well as his legs.  
During his obedience career, Darby had beautiful scores while earning placements for his titles, two CDs, 
a CDX, an RN, his RA  and RE.  It was fun showing him as he was a very consistent worker, always 
aiming to please.  At age 11, Darby earned one Utility leg.  He loved jumping and was a beautiful jumper.  
Darby earned his last title, Rally Excellent, at age 12 years and four months.   
  
In the early morning hours of June 6, 2008, we said our goodbyes, and he was greeted at Rainbow Bridge 
by his good buddies, Kala, Chelsea, Shiloh, Logunn, and Miss Millie.
