Requirements 
Correction 
 
The work and meeting 
requirements for participation in 
the Breeder Referral Program 
published in the October/ 
November 2007 Newsletter were 
incorrect. The requirements should 
be the same as the Awards 
Program requirements. The 
following should replace the fourth 
bulleted requirement listed in the 
newsletter: 
 
Applicant must have completed at 
least 5 hours of service to the club 
at an event (such as the hunt test, 
specialty, etc.), in an elected 
position, or in an other club-related 
activity, and attended at least two 
general membership meetings (the 
Annual Awards Banquet does not 
count toward this requirement) 
during the year.

BGRC General 
Membership 
Meeting Minutes 
November 18, 2007 
 
The meeting was held at HAWS in 
Waukesha, Wisconsin, and called 
to order by President Sandi 
Haessler at 5:15 pm.  
 
Minutes of the last meeting: 
Minutes of the September 30, 
2007, meeting were approved as 
published in the October/ 
November newsletter. 
 
President’s Report: Nothing to 
report. 
 

Secretary’s Report: Bill McEachern 
noted the date of the hunting test 
judging seminar was omitted from 
the materials included in the 
newsletter and the deadline was 
incorrect. The seminar is on 
January 19, 2008, and the 
deadline for enrollment is 
December 29. 
 
Treasurer’s Report: Nothing to 
report.  
 
Committee Reports: 

 
Specialty: Nothing to report. 
 
Membership: Sandi Haessler 
asked the following new members 
to introduce themselves: 
Stephanie Guenther, Dan 
Feisthammel, Linda Bergh, 
Christine Berens. Following their 
introductions, they were asked to 
leave the room so voting could 
take place. Sandy Stoller 
distributed ballots, collected and 
counted the completed ballots, and 
reported that all new members 
were voted in. 
 
Breeder Referral: Pat Smith 
reported little activity and nothing 
to report. Bill McEachern reported 
an error in the requirements in the 
breeder referral program materials 
distributed in the last newsletter. 
The requirements are the same as 
those for the Awards Program, i.e., 
applicants must have completed at 
least 5 hours of service and 
attended two general membership 
meetings (the Annual Awards 
Banquet does not count toward 
this requirement). Information on 
our web page is correct.  
 
Field: Susan Scherber reported 
she sent out 250 emails promoting 
the January 19, 2008, hunting test 
judging seminar. The facility can 
accommodate 100 participants.  
 
Obedience: Nothing to report. 
 
Conformation: Nothing to report. 
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Nominating: Jean Taylor reported 
the committee has completed its 
work and thanked the committee 
members (Julie Strey Johnson and 
Sandy Stoller) for their work. 
 
Old Business:  
 
1. Pat Smith reported difficulty 

putting together the first aid 
kits for fundraising. Due to the 
small quantities involved, she 
is having difficulty finding 
suppliers willing to provide the 
required materials. As an 
alternative, she suggested 
purchasing small kits and 
reselling them for $10-15 at 
BGRC events. She will 
investigate further. 

 
New Business:  
 
1. Sandi Haessler reported on 

the DNA Clinic at the National 
Specialty. They drew blood 
samples from dogs to create a 
database for scientific studies 
dealing with Golden health 
issues. She noted that there is 
no submission fee if done as a 
group. If our club wanted to do 
this at an early spring meeting, 
she would do the blood work. 
Linda Gensch motioned we do 
this, Joan Kaml seconded the 
motion, and the motion carried. 
Sandi will check with Maureen 
Shaughnessy about the 
possibility of doing heartworm 
tests at the same time. 

 
2. John Stoller reported that 

Steve Collins will coordinate 
the Awards and preparation of 
plaques again this year. 

 
3. Pat Smith reported that the 

board met with Deb Lukasik, 
president of GRRoW, to 
identify areas of common 
interest and ways to work 
together. She suggested they 
could participate in an “Ask the 
Experts” program. Pat agreed 
to serve as liaison with 

GRRoW to put together such a 
program. 

 
4. Sandy Stoller has arranged a 

May, 2008 program on Golden 
health issues. In response to a 
question regarding the 
potential conflict with our 
Friday evening Specialty 
health program, Sandi 
Haessler noted that many of 
our members do not attend the 
Specialty so it should not be a 
problem. 

 
5. Several members raised 

questions regarding our 
breeder referral program and 
requirements. Lynn Guerndt 
asked why we do not have a 
breeders list on the web site. 
Sandi responded that we have 
not done so since we want to 
be sure breeders have the 
required clearances. Lynn 
expressed concern that this 
appeared as if there was a 
lack of trust. She noted that 
many long-time members are 
responsible breeders and 
there is no need for such 
oversight. Sandi noted that we 
have not adopted a breeders 
code of ethics because of the 
difficulty in policing such a 
code. Lynn asked if any 
breeders in attendance would 
be opposed to having breeder 
contact information on the web 
site. No one was opposed. 
Lynn and Pat Vanden Heuvel 
then asked if our current list of 
breeders could be placed on 
the web site.  

 
Josie Trad shared her 
experience with breeder 
referral. She received 
information from Edell 
Schaefer within 24 hours and 
noted that she was very helpful 
with follow-up. 

 
Sandy Stoller asked whether 
breeder information was 
available through GRCA, 
Sandi Haessler said it was not. 

In response to another 
question regarding availability 
of clearances in the OFA 
database, Sandi noted that not 
all breeders send the 
information to OFA due to 
cost. 
 
Susan Scherber asked 
whether there was a process 
for “grandfathering” new 
member breeders from other 
clubs rather than requiring 
them to meet the two-year 
membership requirement. 
Sandi responded that there 
was not such a policy but if a 
new member wished to have 
the requirement waived, they 
could write an appeal letter to 
the board. 
 
Sandi expressed concern 
about taking a motion 
regarding breeder referral from 
the floor today since there 
were many issues to consider 
and the language of such a 
motion should be carefully 
crafted to avoid future 
problems. Pat Vanden Heuvel 
suggested the board review 
the breeder referral program 
and report back to 
membership, and Lynn 
suggested the board solicit 
input from members via the 
badgergold listserv. Linda 
Gensch suggested contacting 
the Illinois club regarding their 
breeder referral program and 
Sandi agreed to do so. The 
board will take up this matter. 

 
6. Sandy Stoller reported that she 

had received no responses 
regarding an Annual Awards 
Banquet photo contest so she 
is not planning on having the 
contest. 

 
7. Lynn Guerndt asked whether 

there were plans for the 
Specialty beyond 2008. She 
noted that the Kettle Moraine 
Kennel Club is looking for 
specialty groups to partner 
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with in June. Sandi asked her 
to get further information and 
send it to the board. Joan 
Kaml noted that March and 
June events are too close 
together and would not receive 
AKC approval. She cautioned 
us not to give up the March 
Specialty date since we would 
never be able to get it back.     

 
Next Meeting Date: The next 
general membership meeting is 
the Annual Banquet on Sunday, 
February 3, at the Thunder Bay 
Grille.  
 
Adjournment: There being no 
further business the meeting 
adjourned at 6:02 pm for holiday 
pet photos.

The board approved a contribution 
to DFOW to assist with legal costs 
related to pending Wisconsin dog 
legislation and identified 
candidates to serve as BGRC’s 
local legislative liaison. 
 
Due to postage costs, the board 
recommended distributing the 
newsletter by email beginning with 
the February/March 2008 edition. 
Members without email would still 
receive a copy by postal mail. 
 
The board reviewed projected 
costs related to the 2008 Specialty. 
The board also approved the order 
of some new BGRC clothing.

GRRoW – Rescue 
and You 
Submitted by Deb Lukasik 
[Editor’s Note: We continue the 
Q&As from Deb Lukasik this 
issue.] 
 
What is your adoption fee? 
$300 for dogs, puppy thru age 7.  
We have a senior dog adoption 
program where the first senior (7+) 
you adopt is $100 and every senior 
dog you adopt in your lifetime after 
the first is $50.    
 
Where does the money from 
adoption fees go? 
Back into the bank account to help 
cover the expenses of the next dog 
that comes into rescue. 
 
How do people adopt a dog? 
The first thing they do is fill out an 
adoption application and submit a 
$20 non-refundable adoption 
application fee. When the fee and 
application are received we run 
background checks on all our 
applicants and also may check 
personal references and vet 
references. The next step is a 
volunteer from our Home Visit 
team goes to their home. 
 
What does the Home Visit 
Volunteer do? 
They take along one of their 
personal dogs and assess the 
family, house, yard, living 
conditions, etc. All family members 
must be present and the entire 
family is interviewed as to why 
they want a Golden, what energy 
level, gender, etc., will fit into their 

lifestyle. They also see if the family 
has other pets and how those pets 
and family members interact with 
the volunteer’s Golden. 
 
What happens after the home 
visit? 
If the home visit volunteer feels 
this is a good home for a rescue 
Golden, their report along with the 
information from their adoption 
application is sent to our 
placement team. If the home visit 
volunteer has any concerns with 
the family, it may be further 
reviewed or denied a Golden from 
GRRoW. 
 
Does everybody who puts in an 
application get a dog? 
No. Some families are denied for 
various reasons but most 
commonly people don’t want to 
wait. When they make up their 
mind they want a dog, they want 
one now. Many people think that 
we have a warehouse of Goldens 
in every age, color, energy level, 
and gender just waiting for them 
when in reality we never know 
what the next phone call will bring.  
 
What happens to the application 
fee if they are denied or 
withdraw their application? 
The $20 application fee is non-
refundable and goes into the bank 
account to help cover our 
expenses (medical bills, insurance, 
and administrative operating 
expenses such as postage, web 
expenses, etc.). 
 
Do you offer any training 
incentives? 
Yes. About 3-4 years ago GRRoW 
started to offer a $50 training 
rebate. Any dog that completes a 
basic obedience class within 6 
months of adoption needs to 
submit proof of completion of that 
class to us. They are then eligible 
for a $50 training rebate. Puppies 
are also required to attend a puppy 
socialization class as well as basic 
obedience, but only qualify for one 
$50 rebate. GRRoW has found 
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that by offering the training rebate, 
we rarely get dogs returned to us 
for training reasons. 
 
What happens if someone can’t 
keep their adopted dog? 
It is written in the adoption contract 
that if you cannot keep or no 
longer want to keep a Golden 
adopted from GRRoW, they are 
required to return the dog to us. 
 
Do you need volunteers? 
Yes. We are always looking for 
foster homes and people to help in 
the areas of transport, fundraising, 
special events, and assessment, 
as well as clerical support and 
administrative help. 
 
Where do you get the money to 
run GRRoW? 
Non-refundable adoption 
application fees, adoption fees, 
private donations, but mainly 
fundraising efforts. 
 
What is your biggest expense? 
Vet bills, and right after that our 
largest expense is insurance.  
Insurance costs several thousand 
dollars a year. 
 
Do you get rescue discounts? 
Sometimes vets give us a rescue 
discount but not always.  We do 
permit our foster homes to take 
their foster dog to the vet of their 
choice. 
 
Are donations tax-deductible? 
Yes. GRRoW is a 501(c)(3) non-
profit corporation and all donations 
are tax deductible. GRRoW always 
accepts monetary donations but is 
also looking for supplies such as 
large or extra large metal crates, 
premium dog food, donated 
Heartgard & Frontline, dog beds, 
etc. There is a complete list on our 
website. 
 
Can I title a rescue dog? 
Per American Kennel Club, we 
must destroy any papers that 
come with a rescue dog.  You can 
get an Indefinite Listing Privilege 

(ILP) on your Golden and show the 
dog. 
 
What if the surrendering family 
wants their dog back, wants an 
update, or wants to see it? 
Surrendering parties sign away 
ownership of the dog to GRRoW 
through a surrender contract. If the 
surrendering family wants an 
update or photo of the dog they 
surrendered, they go through 
either the board of directors or 
foster coordinator. The board or 
coordinator will then contact the 
adoptive family and ask for an 
update. If the adoptive family 
wants to give information and/or 
photo, that info goes back to the 
board or coordinator and they relay 
that information. The surrendering 
family will never know who the 
adoptive family is and the adoptive 
family will not know who the 
surrendering party was. We 
promise anonymity to the 
surrendering and adoptive families.  
If the adoptive family does not 
want to give out information, we 
will pass along general 
information, such as the dog lives 
with a family with two children in 
southeastern Wisconsin.

3. Performance (pass a tracking 
test, obtain a qualifying score 
in any regular or non-regular 
obedience, agility trial, or rally 
class).

Appreciative Inquiry

Anyone who has been around 
organizations or business is aware 
that management ideas flow freely 
and often. It doesn’t matter if it’s a 
Fortune 500 company with 
international locations, or a locally 
owned and operated small 
business trying to increase their 
visibility and compete for market 
share. There is an endless 
generation of concepts for how to 
most effectively and efficiently run 
companies. Some theories for 
leadership, strategies and goal 
setting, personnel recruitment and 
development, and financial 
management are here today, gone 
tomorrow, while others have 
withstood the test of time.  
Interestingly enough, many of 
these concepts from the business 
world can be applied to dog clubs 

and activities obviously with less 
formal application. You’ll recognize 
organizations that are effective at 
making this transition of ideas – 
they tend to be successful and 
effective. 
 
Since many dog clubs struggle 
with developing and retaining a 
broad base of involved, 
knowledgeable and active 
members, one idea that continues 
to provide remarkable results in 
the business world is worth looking 
at – appreciative inquiry. 
 
Margaret Mead said “Never doubt 
that a small group of thoughtful 
committed citizens can change the 
world. Indeed it’s the only thing 
that ever has.” Appreciative inquiry 
is comprised of four inter-
dependent processes that when 
consistently applied yield 
remarkable results. The four 
components are: discovery (a 
process that identifies strengths 
and assets), dreaming (envisioning 
a shared ideal future), design 
(developing achievable goals and 
objectives, among other things, to 
make the dreams reality), and 
destiny (sustaining the vision). 
 
Appreciative inquiry focuses on 
what people or organizations do 
well, rather than trying to fix or 
improve deficiencies. That is not to 
say that areas that need 
improvement are ignored. The 
amazing result of AI is that by 
focusing on the positive, the 
negative is addressed as well, and 
in a more palatable way that keeps 
people enthused, energetic and 
much less defensive. Take away 
the barrier of negativity and people 
seem more willing to make an 
effort. People feel valued and 
respected for the skills and abilities 
they bring to the process, and the 
boost to their self-esteem. AI 
builds trust within organizations 
and among individuals because it 
is based on respect, and the 
uniqueness of each individual.  
Everyone needs that boost 
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regardless of how old they are or 
what they are involved in (home, 
work, hobbies…).   
 
Make no mistake about it, 
appreciative inquiry is more than 
saying “Thank you” or “You did a 
good job.” It’s an intense process 
that asks difficult questions such 
as “What were the most successful 
projects we worked on this year?  
Why were they successful? How 
can we re-create that success in 
future events?” The questions AI 
asks don’t have quick, easy 
answers, but they are worth the 
effort in the long run. Many of you 

might be sitting there saying 
“Right…that might work 
somewhere else, but most of the 
people in our club won’t buy in to 
that.” Well folks, what have you got 
to lose by trying, even with the 
committee you chair or the event 
that you plan? The entire 
organization doesn’t have to 
change overnight, no one does.  
You can start somewhere and 
build on your success.
