Meeting Minutes 
February 3, 2008 
 
The meeting was held during the 
annual banquet at the Thunder 
Bay Grille in Pewaukee, 
Wisconsin, and called to order by 
President Sandi Haessler at 1:21 
pm. 
 
Minutes of the last meeting: 
Minutes of the November 18, 
2007, general membership 
meeting were approved as 
published in the 
December/January 2008 
newsletter. Motion: Lisa Conigliaro. 
Second: Sandy Stoller. Approval: 
Unanimous. 
 
President’s Report: Sandi Haessler 
thanked Wendy Biewer for serving 
as our local legislative liaison and 
keeping the membership updated 
on dog legislation and Dog 
Federation of Wisconsin activities 
regarding this topic via the 
badgergold listserv.  
 
Secretary’s Report: Nothing to 
report. 
 
Treasurer’s Report: Joan Kaml 
reported the current checking 
account balance. She announced 
that she has the April calendar 
correction for the GRCA calendars 
for anyone that wants one. She 
also brought samples of the new 
BGRC fleece jackets for viewing 
and purchase. Men’s jackets are 
$40 and women’s are $35. 
Additional sizes and colors can be 
ordered. 
 
Committee Reports: 

 
Specialty: Edell Schaefer reported 
that everything is moving forward 
smoothly and thanked Joan Kaml 
for her work as Specialty 
secretary. Edell needs someone to 
haul the club trailer from Randy 
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Rauth’s property to the show site 
for setup Thursday, February 28. 
Barbara Weber announced that 
she is still looking for stewards and 
asked that anyone present willing 
to work on Friday or Saturday to 
contact her.  
 
Edell reminded members of the 
Friday evening (February 29) 
Rhonda Hovan cancer seminar. 
The $25 fee includes dinner and 
members do not need to be 
entered to attend. Anyone 
interested should contact Joan 
Kaml to register. 
 
Linda Gensch asked for trophy 
donations, distributed a signup 
sheet, and asked members to 
contribute today if possible. The 
club is using some items left over 
from past shows but will need to 
buy additional items.  
 
Sandy Flaaten announced the 
need for raffle items. They do not 
have to be dog-related. She hopes 
to add new raffle items this year - 
baskets of baked items. She is 
willing to pick up any items 
members wish to donate. Sandy 
has coordinated the raffle for two 
years now and asked for 
volunteers to take this on next 
year. Working with her this year 
would be a good way to learn what 
is required. GRRoW also assists 
with the raffle.   
 
Membership: Sandy Stoller 
introduced Josie Trad as a new 
member to be voted in today. She 
was unanimously approved by a 
hand vote. Sandi Haessler 
welcomed her as a new member. 
 
Breeder Referral: Pat Smith 
reported that the club received 9 
calls so far this year. She noted 
that there are hundreds of web 
sites that provide buyers with ways 
to purchase a Golden so clubs are 
not the sole source of referrals. Pat 
said that since relatively few 
breeders were present today, 
issues related to our breeder 

referral program will be taken up at 
the next general membership 
meeting. 
 
Field: John Stoller reported that he 
had investigated changing the 
Hunt Test WC/WCX date to 
September but the available date 
conflicts with the opening of duck 
hunting season. Since the club 
relies heavily on nonmembers to 
staff the trials, the September date 
will not work. Some June dates are 
available and he will research this 
further but there cannot be an AKC 
field event within a 200 mile radius 
held on the same date. Edell 
Schaefer suggested calling AKC 
direct to check on scheduled 
events. Joan Kaml agreed to call. 
 
Sandy Stoller reported that the 
Powers were again willing to host 
a fun field day but the only days 
they could do it were July 26 or 27. 
This conflicts with the Waukesha 
show which many of our members 
attend. It appears we will not be 
able to schedule this for summer 
2008.

A motion was made to cast a 
unanimous ballot to elect the 
officer and board members as 
presented. Motion: Edell Schaefer.

Old Business: None. 
 
New Business: Sandi Haessler 
announced the program for the 
next general membership meeting 
on Sunday, March 30, will be a 
health clinic focused on collecting 
DNA samples and heartworm 
testing. Sandi will draw the DNA 
samples and has set a personal 
goal of collecting 100 samples. 
These samples provide an 
important resource for tracking 
Golden cancer and other health 
issues. She will contact Maureen 
Shaughnessy regarding the 
heartworm testing. 
 
In response to a question 
regarding the benefits from Pat 
Vanden Heuvel, Sandi explained 
the importance of creating a data 
base to research health issues. 
Researches use the information to 
identify contributory genes and 
need a large pool of data to 
identify meaningful patterns. Data 
is needed on healthy dogs as well 
as those that have health issues. 
The results of such studies provide 
important information to breeders. 
 
Linda Gensch added that 
breeders/owners need to be 
honest when answering the 
questions of the forms if their 
participation is going to provide 
useful information. Only 
researchers will have access to the 
information. 
 
Sandi will send Bill McEachern a 
link to the forms to add to our web 
page. If members do not have web 
access, contact Sandi for a printed 
copy of the forms. Sandi will also 
provide additional details for the 
newsletter and web site. 
 
Joan Kaml announced that 
Western Waukesha County Dog 
Training Club is holding a health 
clinic on March 8. 
 
Before adjourning Sandi thanked 
the board who worked with her the 
past year and noted that such work 
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is sometimes not fully appreciated 
but the board always rises to the 
occasion. Bill McEachern also 
thanked the board and said he 
looked forward to serving as 
president. He stated he hopes to 
continue the great work the board 
began last year related to 
programs, documenting volunteer 
job descriptions, and public 
education. He noted that there are 
members in the room who provide 
the organizational memory, 
members who serve as the worker 
bees, and new members who bring 
a fresh outlook and new ideas. He 
hopes to find ways to involve all of 
them in club activities and 
encouraged members to contact a 
board member if they have any 
input. 
 
Pat Smith presented a gift of 
appreciation to Sandi Haesller on 
behalf of the board and the 
members.

Community Achievement Award – 
winner! 
The AKC names the Everglades 
Golden Retriever Club (EGRC) a 
recipient of the AKC Community 
Achievement Aware for its 
development of a unique way to 
observe AKC Responsible Dog 
Ownership Day in 2006.  They 
visited a public school and took the 
message of responsible dog 
ownership directly to children.  The 
selected high school has a pre-
med magnet program that includes 
veterinary studies in its program.  
The lesson plan delivered by the 
club was based on materials 
provided by the AKC and the 
GRCA. The event was well 
received by students and faculty.
