Membership 
Meeting Minutes  
May 21, 2006 
 
The meeting was held at Animal 
Motel in Butler, Wisconsin, and 
called to order by President Randy 
Rauth at 5:50 pm. Cindy and 
Bailey Hintz were introduced as 
guests. 
 
Secretary’s Report: Sandy Stoller 
moved and Joan Kaml seconded 
acceptance of the November 20, 
2005, February 5, 2006, and 
March 12, 2006, general 
membership meeting minutes as 
published in previous newsletters. 
The minutes were unanimously 
approved.  
 

Treasurer’s Report: Joan Kaml 
reported the current balance in the 
club’s checking account and noted 
that last year the club had 
contributed money to Bong. John 
Stoller suggested investing excess 
cash in CDs to earn some interest 
on funds that are not immediately 
needed to cover operating 
expenses.  
 
President’s Report: Randy Rauth 
thanked everyone for their 
participation in the Specialty with a 
special thanks to Edell Schaefer, 
Joan Kaml, and the other club 
members who worked on the 
Specialty. 
 
Committee Reports: 

 
Specialty 2006: Edell Schaefer has 
been negotiating with Milwaukee 
County regarding use of the Sports 
Complex facility for our Specialty. 
She will meet with the BGRC 
board to discuss issues related to 
securing the site given Milwaukee 
County’s financial problems and 
will update the membership at the 
next general meeting. Specialty 
date and judge information will be 
submitted to AKC next week. She 
also requested input on judges for 
2008. Sandy Stoller asked that 
members email her directly with 
suggestions for 2008 judges. 

 
Membership: Sandy Stoller asked 
for confirmation regarding the 
club’s desire to continue running 
an ad in the Milwaukee Journal 
Sentinel every two-three months. 
The ads appear to elicit inquiries. 
Joan Kaml reported that 175 
BGRC contact cards had been 
mailed to area vets. Joan 
encouraged members to take 
some of the extra cards to promote 
the club. Sandy requested the 
2006 membership list be included 
in the next newsletter. 
 
Field: The next field event is in 
August. Five people are needed 
for the event committee. 

 

Old Business: Edell Schaefer 
noted that staffing the Specialty 
raffle is a challenge and suggested 
that everyone collect items during 
the year (they do not have to be 
dog-related) and we will then put 
together theme baskets for the 
raffle table. This will lighten the 
workload for all. 
 
New Business: Specialty 
obedience exhibitors want more 
space. In 2007 three breeds will be 
sharing the facility. We will have 
the same area we had in 2006 but 
there will be one area for grooming 
and crates for all breeds. A 
suggestion was made that crates 
would be better placed in the 2006 
obedience ring area to avoid traffic 
in the show area. 
 
Next Meeting Date: The next 
general membership meeting 
features “Pets Helping People” and 
will be held on Sunday, September 
17, at 5:30 pm at Emergency 
Veterinary Services in Waukesha.  
 
Adjournment: There being no 
further business the meeting 
adjourned at 6:10 pm.

During his lifetime, however, I did 
become involved at the K9 
Obedience Club and came to meet 
and know many knowledgeable 
people, one being Sandi Haessler, 
who was my first instructor out 

there. After losing my “Cub” I 
became obsessed with the Golden 
world and learning as much as I 
could. I was very lucky to find my 
breeder and close friend in that 
time and obtained my first breed 
Golden, “Koro”, who I lost at eight 
years old to a brain tumor. 
 
I currently have two males, Timber 
(7 yrs.) and Butter (7½ yrs.) and a 
female, Flair (3 yrs.). I will, 
hopefully, be having a litter in early 
September and would like to keep 
both a male and a female. 
 
My main interest is now in the 
conformation ring and I truly enjoy 
everything that goes with it, from 
grooming to being in the ring 
myself. Besides obedience, I also 
exhibited in agility for three years 
with Koro. One of my fondest 
memories is earning our very first 
leg at the National at Purina Farms 
in St. Louis, MO. I can still feel the 
pride I had for him as he came 
charging out of the tunnel, took a 
final jump, crossed the finish line 
and lept into my arms. There are 
some special moments in the dog 
world that can only be felt and not 
truly expressed. To start our 
competitive years at a National 
was extra special. 
 
My kennel name, KOKORO, is 
actually a Japanese word meaning 
“from the heart”. I had watched a 
documentary on the Japanese 
culture and the title, KOKORO, 
had always stayed with me.  When 
I named my first breed Golden, 
Koro, it was actually an 
abbreviation from that show 
because, as we all know, they all 
“give from the heart”. 
 
If I have any “words of wisdom” to 
give to anyone in the dog world, it 
would be to “watch and listen”. 
There is so much knowledge out 
there in the people we know; never 
be afraid to ask questions. If you 
ever feel you know it all, it’s time to 
get out.  There is always more to 
learn.

Do Not Adopt - Upper Mid-West 
From Cynthia Schultz, posted by 
Edell Schaefer 
 
“I am the president of the 
Wisconsin Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. 
I am alerting as many rescues and 
shelters as possible to the 
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following animal abuser who is 
attempting to get a dog. Amber 
Phillips is around 23 years old. 
She is overweight, short and has 
dark brown hair. She drives a van, 
plate # 637CRL. Phillips currently 
lives in the Milwaukee area but has 
recently lived in Cedarburg and 
West Bend. She never gives her 
correct address and does go by 
other names. Phillips has a history 
of collecting unwanted dogs from 
shelters, groomers and vets. She 
also has a history of working for 
groomers, vets and animal 
shelters. 
  
This woman is very dangerous. 
Recently, Phillips checked herself 
into the Mental Health Complex in 
Milwaukee. Before she did that, 
however, she fed anti-freeze to two 
of her five dogs and to two of her 
cats who all died at Milwaukee 
Area Animal Domestic Control. 
  
After she got out of the mental 
institution, she poisoned her only 
remaining three dogs with anti-
freeze. All three died at the 
Bluemound Animal Hospital. 
  
We have been working with the 
Milwaukee Police Department to 
get this woman charged with five 
felony counts of cruelty. 
Nonetheless, we have been 
informed that Phillips is attempting 
to get another dog by sending a 
friend in to breeders and shelters 
to get the dog for her. This friend's 
name is Lanetta and she works at 
the Bow Wow Club in Milwaukee. 
  
This is not the first time that this 
woman has killed, or tried to kill, 
her pets. Her sister informed us 
that she fed pills to another dog 
several years ago when she lived 
in Cedarburg. Her M.O. is to load 
up on animals claiming to be 
"rescuing" them, then to poison 
them and then to take them to the 
vet claiming that someone else 
poisoned her pets. This last time, 
she accused Milwaukee Area 

Domestic Animal Control of 
poisoning all her animals. 
 
Please get the word out to as 
many rescues, shelters, vets and 
groomers as possible.

Golden Retrievers Needed for 
Health Study 
GRCA is supporting a lymphoma 
study in Goldens that requires 
healthy "control" dogs that match 
affected dogs by geographic area, 
age, and sex. They need 2-3 
healthy matched dogs in the  
Chicago region - the healthy 
Goldens should live within 100 
miles of Chicago, male preferred 
(female possible), and be close to 
10 yrs. of age (+/- 18 months). To 
participate, healthy dogs need to 
provide a blood sample, a cheek 
swab, and a fine needle lymph 
node aspirate (procedure is similar 
to receiving a vaccination, with no 
shaving or anesthesia necessary).

Katrina Complaints Against HSUS

Is a Golden the Right Breed for 
You? 
In preparation for the PBS 
television series on 12 popular 
breeds of dogs, the following 
"talking points" have been 
developed by the GRCA. 
 
Golden Retrievers are: 
 
1) Very smart and rambunctious 
puppies. They need basic 
obedience training to be a good 
family member. Though Golden 
Retrievers are renowned for being 
easy to train, they do not arrive 
fully trained. You need to invest 
the time in them with a firm, gentle 
and consistent approach.     
 
2) Extremely social animals. They 
need to be included in family 
routine and activities daily. When 
left alone all day long they can 
become destructive – eat walls, 
chew furniture and dig up yards. If 
you take  pride in your beautifully 
constructed landscape, consider 
another breed. 
 
3) Active dogs who need daily 
exercise and mental stimulation to 
channel their energy 
constructively. They are 
RETRIEVERS and want to have 
something in their mouths. It may 
be cute if it's a stuffed animal, 
but not so cute if it's your dirty 
underwear or a child's precious 
toy. They can help raise and lower 
your blood pressure!  
 
4) In need of weekly attention to 
grooming, such as brushing out 
the coat, cleaning the ears and 
shortening toenails. Even so, you 
will find hair everywhere; in the 
butter, in great drifts on the floor 
and clinging to every dark garment 
you own. They shed copiously 
twice a year and constantly the 
rest of the time. This is not the 
breed for a fastidious 
housekeeper.  
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5) When they mature into good 
canine citizens, they are wonderful 
companions.

AKC Conflict of 
Interest Policy 
From www.akc.org [Thanks to 
Betty Welsch for bringing this to 
our attention] 

New York, NY  – The American 
Kennel Club® Board of Directors 
has adopted a new Judging 
Conflict of Interest Policy, effective 
January 1, 2007. AKC® believes 
that it has the best judges in the 
world and expends millions of 
dollars a year to administer its 
judging approval system to ensure 
that quality remains high.  

"AKC judging approval confers a 
certain status on an individual and 
with such status comes an 
enormous responsibility to both 
AKC and the sport as governed by 
AKC," said President and CEO 
Dennis B. Sprung.  

The policy states, with some 
notable exceptions, that AKC 
approved judges should be 
focused on judging and supporting 
AKC events. Approved judges 
should not have a significant 
interest in another registry that is in 
direct conflict with AKC or be 
judging for another event-giving 
organization to the possible 
detriment of events held by AKC 
member and licensed clubs.  

The complete policy is as follows:  

JUDGING CONFLICT OF 
INTEREST POLICY 

No AKC judge may have a 
significant interest in a dog registry 
or dog event-giving organization 
deemed by the AKC Board to be in 
competition with the American 
Kennel Club. Significant interest 
would include, but not be limited 
to, ownership of, employment by, a 
directorship in, and holding office 
in. 

Any AKC-approved judge, who 
shall judge a purebred dog event 
in the U.S. not in accordance with 
the rules of AKC, which apply to 
such purebred dog events without 
the express permission of the 
AKC, may be disciplined even to 
the extent of having his or her AKC 
judging approval revoked. 

An AKC-approved judge may 
judge breeds that are not AKC 
registrable and/or that they have 
not been approved by AKC at non-
AKC events. The AKC Board has 
also given permission for the 
judging of certain other events 
based upon the following criteria: 

1. AKC has no comparable 
events in place. 

2. While AKC has a program 
in place, AKC judges have 
officiated at events under 
the aegis of the other 
organization for years 

before the AKC program 
was initiated. 

3. The type of event is not or 
would not be perceived as 
being contrary to the best 
interest of AKC and the 
sport of purebred dogs. 

4. The event is a breed or 
type of breed-specific 
performance activity. 

No AKC approval is needed to 
judge versatility or performance 
activities developed by AKC 
Parent Clubs and sponsored by 
such clubs. 

Events held by the following 
organizations meet the above 
criteria, and AKC-approved judges 
may continue to judge them:

Association Events

·  Professional Kennel Club 
Coonhound Events 

·  Any of the various 
organizations sponsoring 
Agility Trials 

Other activities may be added to 
this list at the discretion of the AKC 
Board.
