Badger Board News 
Submitted by Bill McEachern 
 
As noted in the Message From the 
President your board spent 
considerable time gathering and 
discussing Specialty alternatives. 
The options reviewed by your 
board together with their major 
pros and cons are summarized 
below. 
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Option Pros Cons 

Hold a two-day independent Specialty 
at Cudahy Kennel Club in St. Francis, 
WI, on March 5-6, 2010. 

¶ Keep our AKC dates for future 
Specialties. We seriously doubt 
we will be able to get the dates 
back or obtain new dates for an 
independent Specialty if we do not 
apply for and hold a two-day 
Specialty in 2010. This is due to 
AKC geographic restrictions and 
the current unavailability of 
alternative dates. 

¶ Provides two days of breed and 
obedience competition. 

¶ Focuses on promoting the breed 
(one of the purposes of our club). 

¶ Cost effective and enables us to 
generate funds to sustain club 
operations. 

¶ Negative perceptions of the venue 
in terms of atmosphere, logistics, 
parking, food, etc., may affect 
2010 entries.  

¶ Complaints expressed by 
members and exhibitors in 2009. 
Some of these issues can be 
addressed through careful 
planning and coordination in 2010. 

Hold a two-day independent specialty 
at an alternative location March 5-6, 
2010. 

¶ Responds to venue concerns 
expressed by members and 
exhibitors.  

¶ Addresses the issues noted 
above. 

 

¶ Few alternative venue options are 
available either due to size, 
willingness to allow grooming, or 
cost. 

¶ Time and AKC restrictions affect 
options. 

Hold a one-day independent specialty 
in July in conjunction with Kettle 
Moraine Kennel Club show at 
Washington County Fairgrounds. 

¶ New air-conditioned facility. 

¶ Friday is a setup day for KMKC.  

¶ We will only need stewards for 
one day (Friday). 

 

¶ We will lose our current Specialty 
dates which will limit our future 
Specialty options. 

¶ Future costs unknown, e.g., 
increasing county rates and/or 
required contribution to KMKC 
facility costs in future years. 

¶ All judging will begin at 3 pm 
(unless we incur additional setup 
and hotel costs to bring Roy 
Jones setup personnel in on 
Thursday evening). 

¶ Mid-afternoon start will limit entry 
based on AKC judging rules in 
order to complete judging by 9 pm 
(grounds closing). 

¶ Potential to cut entry revenue in 
half since we have a one-day 
rather than a two-day show. 

Participate in a combined breed only 
specialty with Waukesha Kennel Club 
in late July. 

¶ We only need stewards for breed 
for one day (Friday). Waukesha 
Kennel Club offers obedience/rally 
on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday 
ï help is welcome but they will 
staff. 

¶ Premiums, catalogs, ribbons are 
all handled by superintendent, 
Onofrio. 

¶ Large show draws large entry. 

¶ Onofrio charges $8.45 for regular 
and non-regular classes (2009) 
and $5.20 for sweeps. This 
replaces our premium costs. 

¶ Need chair(s) to participate in all 
pre-show meetings. 

¶ We will lose our current Specialty 
dates which will limit our future 
Specialty options. 

¶ We lose obedience trial entry 
revenue. 
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Option Pros Cons 

Participate in a combined specialty 
with Wisconsin Kennel Club in March 
(show coincides with our Friday 
specialty date). 

¶ We retain our Friday AKC date 
(but lose Saturday date). 

¶ Show begins late afternoon and 
can limit entry due to closing time 
(but potential to draw a larger 
entry due to size of show). 

¶ Parking $5/car/day. 

¶ Restrictions imposed by the 
county create problems similar to 
those experienced at Milwaukee 
Sports Complex in Franklin. 

¶ Potential to cut entry revenue in 
half since we have a one-day 
rather than a two-day show. 

 
While our initial intent was to share 
these options with the membership 
at our July meeting, I truly believed 
we would be at a significant 
disadvantage if we did not take 
action in June. I therefore pressed 
the board to approve the March 
dates so we could appoint a chair, 
recruit and sign contracts with 
judges, and confirm a venue. They 
did so and we now have a chair, 
most judges, and a new venue 
confirmed for 2010. 
 
Other board news: The Hunt Test 
and WC/WCX is staffed and ready 
to go in August. Deb Klemp 
resigned from the board on June 
16. We thank her for her service 
and contributions. The board will 
fill the vacancy at our August 12 
board meeting in accordance with 
Article IV, Section 3, of the BGRC 
Constitution and Bylaws.
